Non-Members: Welcome to Tunison Indoor Park!

How does the park work?

Tunison Indoor Park is a member cooperative park run by a board of volunteers. Each member pays a joining fee and participates in jobs to support the park.  (This averages out to $5 and one opening per month, plus one toy cleaning per year).  The fee is adjustable on a sliding scale.  If members want they can choose to pay more and do fewer jobs, or pay less and do more jobs.  

What about Non-Members?

 We would like to encourage more families to try out the Tunison Indoor Park and so are opening it to Non-members every Monday morning from 9:30 am – 11:30 am.  All Non-members are required to sign a waiver and Non-member agreement at their first visit.  During each visit, non-members are asked to sign-in the non-member notebook and pay the appropriate fee.  This first visit is free and each additional visit will cost $3 per family.  

Who may use the park?

Parents, grandparents and caregivers who have at least one child ages 6 months to 3 years at time of joining. Siblings, birth through Kindergarten are welcome to attend.

What is the park schedule?

The park is open September-May. Non-members are welcome every Monday from 9:30 am – 11:30 am.  The facility is available for member use from 9:30 a.m. to 3:00 p.m., Monday-Friday.  If a member is not playing, the doors will be locked.  Non-members must always be accompanied by a member while at the park.  If you wish to come during the rest of the week, you must arrange for a member to be with you.  Check the website for any holiday closures.

Can I bring a sick child to the park?

Definitely not! Ill children and parents are asked to stay at home. This includes running noses (yellow/green), fevers, and diarrhea. If a child or parent attending the park becomes sick with a highly contagious disease, they should contact the Chairperson ASAP. All non-members and members who attended that day will be contacted and the toys will be cleaned.

What are the rules for children’s behavior?

We recognize the park serves children who are in the learning stages of social and emotional development.  We encourage safe and fun play.   Parents/Caretakers are responsible for their children’s welfare and behavior at all times.

·  Please wash both your own hands and those of your child(ren) when you first enter the park.

· Park toys are for sharing. Limit usage of popular toys to 10 minutes. Reminder: Personal toys are not allowed at the park. 

· Crashing toys (into other toys or children) is not allowed. 

· No hitting, biting, or screaming in the park.

· Jumping from structures is not allowed.

Are snacks allowed?

Yes! Please keep all food and drinks at the snack table and off of the carpet.   Once your child is done eating, please remove snack items promptly, wipe the table, and sweep up any crumbs.  Perishable trash items should be taken home with you.

What about diaper facilities?

Diapers must be changed at the diaper changing station in the women’s restroom. Please take all diapers home with you. Wipes and plastic bags are in the cabinet above the changing table.

What do we do when we are ready to leave the park for the day?

The last members to leave are responsible for closing the park.  All the toys and play structures must be put away.  It is very helpful if all non-members and members help out before they leave so that this is not a big task for the last people.  Please spend a few minutes picking up toys that are not being used.  Feel free to ask a member if you do not know the correct location to return them.  Don't forget to please sign-out of the non-member notebook.  

Non-Member Agreement Information

All non-members will sign a liability waiver and an agreement to use the park.  This privilege comes with a certain understanding from our non-members.

· I understand that as a non-member visitor, I may access the Tunison facility only as long as a member is present. If the member present is leaving the facility, I agree to leave at the same time.  

· I agree to sign into the non-member notebook each time I visit.  I agree to pay a $3 per visit fee after the first free visit. 

· I understand that I am visiting a member cooperative run park.   I agree to help members set up and put away toys and perform cleaning duties as needed.           

Please consider joining the park!!
